	Evidence
	Uses detailed and appropriate evidence from the film. Incorporates quotations naturally and fluently into t line of discussion.

	Evidence is used but lacks detail. Quotes are evident but are not incorporated fluently into the text.
	Evidence is limited and quotes are not used.

	Spelling and punctuation
	Accurate punctuation and correct spelling of common words and mostly correct spelling of difficult and challenging words
	All sentence punctuation is correct. Correct spelling of simple words. Errors are minimal.
	Sentence punctuation is correct but errors are evident with noun capitalization, apostrophes and commas. Correct spelling of simple and common words.
	Some accurately punctuated sentences. Spelling errors are evident in simple and common words. 
	Basic punctuation is rarely used. Minimal evidence of correct spelling.
